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Rules and Regulations


Group -  Ote’a�There are two divisions: Junior Division (ages 3-12) and Senior Division (ages 13 and up). There must be at least 5 dancers in a group. Time limit will be 8 – 15 minutes. There will be a 5pt. deduction for each minute below or above the time limit. Groups will be judged by theme, presentation, entrance, exit and costume.

Group - Aparima�There are two divisions: Junior Division (ages 3-12) and Senior Division (ages 13 and up). There must be at least 5 dancers in a group. Time limit will be 5-10 minutes. There will be a 5pt. deduction for each minute below or above the time limit. Groups will be judged by theme, presentation, entrance, exit and costume.

Solo – Ori Tahiti�Soloists will compete in freestyle. Only one soloist per age category for each vahine and tane division can represent the group (points to be counted towards the overall perpetual trophy). All other soloists will be entered as and independent. Soloists will be judged by: costume, presentation, personality, knowledge of dance steps and ability to freestyle.


Round 1) We will have elimination rounds by groups of 3 contestants maximum performing to basic to’ere beats played by our house drummers. Beats may include pa’ea, toma, samba, takoto, bora bora, pahae and hitoto.


Costume/Attire to be worn during elimination rounds:�Vahine: Pareu, straight tie, across hips. No rolling of the pareu and no more than 3” above the knees. No hip adornment or plastic material to be used (all natural accessories). Head dress or hei.�Tane: Tihere pareu. Head dress or hei and accessories.


Round 2) The top 5 soloists for each category will compete for the final 3 placement.


Costume/Attire to be worn during final round:�Vahine: More. Must be ankle length! 10 points will be deducted for any shortened more. No hop bands/adornments or plastic material to be used. Head dress or hei and accessories.�Tane: Maro. Head dress or hei and accessories

Awards�1st, 2nd and 3rd place awards: will be given in all categories.


Most Authentic Costume: Awarded towards the ote’a and ori performances.


Overall Vahine/Tane Soloist trophy: Goes to the soloist earning the highest total points in all rounds. There will only be one award per gender category.


Overall Perpetual trophy: Awarded to the group with highest combined points. Points will be derived from the ote’a, aparima and all solo entries (only one entry per age category for each vahine and tane division).
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
